REST IN THE LORD          For several weeks we have 
listened to readings that have recounted just how arduous 
the work of prophets and disciples can be. In todayôs 
Gospel, the Lord Jesus listens to the reports of those he 
had sent out ñtwo by twoò to minister to the people. After 
the apostles reported what they had done, Jesus, 
recognizing their fatigue, says, ñCome away by 
yourselves to a deserted place and rest awhileò (Mark 
6:31).
